A picturesque route along the coast visiting beautiful beaches at 
Berrow and Burnham-on-Sea, plus Brean with its huge expanse of 
sand, leisure park and the National Trust’s Brean Down.

This route also stops near many of the holiday parks.    

When do the buses run?
Every 30 mins Mon-Sat until 

30/8/24, 60 mins on Sun until 3/11/24.

Journey time from Weston
30 mins to Brean, 40 mins to 
Berrow, 50 mins to Burnham.

Maybe you fancy a day of shopping at Cabot Circus, taking a walk 
around the harbour to see the SS Great Britain, or visiting Bristol 
Aquarium with the kids.

There is something for everyone in Bristol!

When do the buses run?
Every 15 mins Mon-Fri, 20 mins 
Sat, 30 mins on Sun.

Journey time from Weston 
Approx. 70 mins to Bristol.

If you like things a bit more tranquil, head to Clevedon where you can 
follow in the footsteps of some of Britain’s most famous poets with a 
walk along the coastline, discover the beautiful Clevedon Pier, or take a 
dip in Clevedon Marine Lake. 

When do the buses run?
Every 60-75 minutes Mon-Sat.

Journey time from Weston
Approx. 55 mins to Clevedon, 
75 mins to Portishead.
